Minutes: June 2, 2010

The tinal meeting of WCREA tor the 2009-2010 was held on the above date at
Asbury Willow, Asbury, NJ. It was called to order at 10:35 A. M. by President Pat
Kollar, who led the flag salute. This was followed by Barbara Esposito leading the
singing of “America”. Next, Theresa Ravenburg read a thought for the day--a poem,

The secretary’s report was distributed and approved. The treasurer reported a
balance of $1,068.00 and $11.24 in the activity account. The reports were accepted
as read. Vicki Rhinehart reported under membership that no money has yet been
received trom WCEA for first-year membership dues. Also, new membership torms
will be sent out in Aug. Under scholarship, she reported all five $400 awards have
been sent out for last year atter having received tirst-semester grades. Scholarship
candidates for this year have been received for all high schools except Warren Hills.

Corresponding Secretary Pat Gibbs reported receiving a thank you note from
NORWESCAP for our tood contributions.

Sandy Beck distributed flyers tor the annual tall trip to be held on Wed., Sept.,
29, 2010.

Under old business, reports were given on the Warren/Hunterdon Legislative
Dinner and the NJREA luncheon. Both were rather “low-key” this year. It was also
reported that most school budgets tailed this April.

Coordination of health benefits was explained as follows.

Also, the governor’s call for a 2.5%
cap on all taxes is unconstitutional without a constitutional amendment
